(Announcer is cut off for 00:02. Cue: Sounds of cartoonish mayhem! Breaking glass,
shouting, thuds, old style police siren, etc. Intro for 00:02, then fading out under
announcer for another 00:03)

Announcer (Resuming; Slightly chagrinned): Well...A broken jaw and thirty days for
disturbing the peace. But things got much better when they got out and the result was
